Kathie welcomed everyone and began our meeting with a moment of silence for George Crowl who died on July 9, 2019.  A memorial service will be held for him on August 24th at St. Thomas Presbyterian Church.  More details will be coming.
Kathie then introduced Jonesy who explained about our Officer of the Quarter Award.  He told us that Sgt. Gaston will explain a little later what Deputy Dancer did to earn this award.  Our club awards  an Officer of the Quarter to the policeperson who had done some particularly excellent work in their line of duty.  The Sgt. is the one who makes the recommendation for the award.

Upon doing so, they found the lady with a cord wrapped around her neck in an upstairs closet.  She had even taken sleeping pills.  But, fortunately, thanks to Deputy Dancer’s swift response, the police were in time and managed to save her life.  Thus Sgt. Gaston nominated Deputy Dancer to receive our Officer of the Quarter Award/Plaque, which Jonesey presented to Deputy Dancer,. 
Kathie went on to have the Presidents of the following Key Clubs, Cy-Creek, Cy-Springs, Langham Creek and Katy Taylor tell us about what their clubs have been doing over the summer and what their plans are for the future.  Unfortunately, many clubs were unable to attend this year due to vacations.
